Rules and General Information

1 This is an Open Scratch &  Junior Graded event to all 2017 TBNZ members. To be eligible for 

Juniors, you must also be able to provide proof of age as of  1st January 2017, that you are 

under 18 years of age. 

2 Full payment is required to secure your spot. All entry fees will be non refundable if a bowler

has not contacted the centre and withdrawn within 7 days prior. All re-attempts must of

been paid in full before next re-attempt squad has commenced.

3 If you have entered and do not check in 15mins before your qualifying squads scheduled 

start time, your spot may be taken by another bowler.

TBNZ membership cards will be checked at every squad.

4 Bowlers can make multiple qualifying attempts in any division thay are eligible to enter in.

When entering the Tournament bowlers must state what division they are qualifying for

in that squad.

5 Qualifying will be 8 games, changing pair of lanes after every two games.

Highest quailfying  attempt will determine placing for Masters with pinfall carrying over

to Masters. Qualifying and Masters pinfall will be combined to determine overall places.

6 Masters check in will be a sign in (must have paid and signed in at main counter prior to

close of check in). If a bowler has not paid and checked in by the advertised check in time,

they will be replaced by the eligible bowler within the centre. 

All Masters check-ins will CLOSE 30mins prior to the advertised start time.

7 A 10 min warm up will be given prior to the start of each qualifying squad and 5 mins 

for the Masters match-play.

8 Masters finalists will be Top 14 Men, Top 12 Ladies, Top 10 Senior Mens, Top 10 Senior Ladies

& the Top 8 Youth. 

9 In the event of a tie for first place in the Masters or the final position in qualifying in any divison,

a one game roll-off will take place. All other positions will be shared.

10 Each Masters event will be played in match play format. Men will play 13 games,

Ladies will play 11 games, Senior Men & Ladies will play 9 games & Youth will play 7 games head

to head. Bonus points for the match play will be 20 points a win, 10 points for a draw, 5 points

for any 200 scratch game lost.

11 JUNIORS:  There will be NO Masters, qualifying will decide final placings. 

There will be a Junior Open and Junior Graded division, all will bowl 8 games only.

Trophies will be presented to the Top 3 bowlers of each division.

Graded Juniors will their use current Highest League or Tournament Average as of the 28 Feb 2017.Graded Juniors will their use current Highest League or Tournament Average as of the 28 Feb 2017.

Entries can be accepted now, but average must be provided by the 5th March 2017.

The Junior Division will be handicapped, using a base of 90% of 200.

12 Dress Standards: Men: Dress Trousers, Tailored Shorts.

Ladies: Dress Trousers, Shorts, Skirts to be above Knee.

NO SHORT SHORTS

All Bowlers must wear a collared shirt or a Bowling Branded shirt.

13 Protests are to be given verbally to a member of the Tournament Committee within 10mins

of the occuring infringement & comfirmed in writing within 10mins of completion of play

of the relevant squad or final.

15 Prize Fund may change to accordance to the number of entries, Prize Fund is based on 120

attempts.

16 Any verbal or physcial abuse towards, fellow  competitors, centre staff or equipment will

not be tolerated under any circumstances. 

17 Centre management and staff will not accept any responsibility for the loss of any belongings.

18 All matters not covered here within these rules will be decided by the Tournament Committee, 

where their decision will be final.
